


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Carlton in Lindrick Youth Centre, Lawn Road, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 8th October 2024.

Present: Councillors L. Billau (Vice Chair in the Chair), J. Bowker, G. Bradley, E. Croot, L. Forman, Y. Jones, C. Lister, L. Moore, S. Scotthorne and S. Walsh.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillor David Pidwell and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors B. Bowles, V. Bowles, S. Jackson and District Councillor R. Carrington-Wilde.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


44. POLICE AND PUBLIC ISSUES
Members considered the police report on incidents and crimes in the Parish during September 2024. A total of 40 crimes were recorded for that month.

45. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None declared.

46. MINUTES
Councillor Scotthorne is progressing issues identified at Minute 37.
RESOLVED that that minutes of the meeting held on the 10th September 2024 be approved.

47. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
a) Rotherham Baulk/A60 Highway
The County Council is continuing to undertake action on the visibility problems being caused by hedge growth at this junction. Other perceived problems highlighted by the Parish Council will be monitored but no action is anticipated at the present time.

b) Other Issues
Councillor Bailey indicated that the replacement/repair to the drainage cover near to Grange Close has been delayed by Severn Trent Water. Councillor Bailey also reported on budgetary priorities being addressed by the County Council and on various consultation processes being undertaken. The local communities funding source is currently being implemented.
48. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Pidwell reported on measures being taken on the Wimpey Estate to minimise opportunity for fly tipping and to counteract Anti-Social Behaviour. Measures to assist those who are no longer in receipt of the winter fuel payments are being taken relevant to pension credit availability.

49. PAID ACCOUNTS

50. PLANNING ISSUES 
a) Applications
Ref 24/01090/CAT – The Pippins, Carlton Hall Lane – Carry out works to trees in Conservation Area – “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal”.

Ref 24/00267/FUL – 33 Beverley Walk, North of Willow Avenue – Construction of 10 flats and Communal Hub – “Whilst the Parish Council wishes to support this proposal, it does so on the understanding that the proposed communal hub is not intended to replace current community use of the Cleveland Close Community Centre, which provides services and facilities of a more diverse nature than those which will be available at the proposed hub “office”.

Ref 24/011070/HSE – 16 Lime Tree Avenue, Carlton in Lindrick – Erect shed to rear of dwelling – “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal”.

b) Enforcement Issues
The District Council is no longer proposing to notify the Parish Council routinely of enforcement issues within the Parish but will respond to any specific concerns which may be raised by the Parish Council from time to time.
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
