



CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 9th January 2024.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors D. Pidwell, Steve Scotthorne and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor L. Billau and District Councillor R. Carrington-Wilde.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


COUNCILLOR CHRISTINE CONNOLLY
Prior to commencement of discussions, the Chair spoke on the sad news of Christine’s passing on the 1st January 2024. Reference was made to Christine’s outstanding contribution in support of our community over many years, and members and friends present stood and observed a short period of silence and reflection. The Council recorded its deepest sympathy to Christine’s family and friends.

69. POLICE AND PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
The Clerk circulated a police statistical report on activities in the Parish during December 2023. Twenty-six crimes were recorded.

70. DUST NUISANCE
District Councillor Steve Scotthorne reported on public complaints regarding industrial dust nuisance being experienced in the Northumberland Avenue area. The District Council Environmental Health Officers have been informed.

71. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillor Yvonne Jones declare a non-pecuniary interest in planning observations made on behalf of the Methodist Church.


72. RETFORD OAKS ACADEMY
The Clerk reported the Principal’s response on safety of pupils concerns raised at a recent Parish Council meeting.

73. STREET LIGHTING – THE GREEN BUNGALOW
A member of the public unable to attend this evening’s meeting has raised concerns at the apparent confusion surrounding responsibility for street lighting repairs at The Green. District Councillors indicated that the confusion had now been clarified.

74. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the 12th December 2023 be approved.

75. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Bailey reported on the Local Government Settlement Allocations recently approved by Central Government, and on the implications for County Council services.
Highway potholes were highlighted once again, particularly in the Crossley Hill Lane area and Tinkers Hill. Councillor Bailey reiterated the County Council’s current policies relating to repairs, and reported on ongoing highway repair works within the Parish. Councillor Bailey once again reported on the long term legal processes being applied on bridle way and footpath issues. Councillor Bailey agreed to pursue work required on the clearance of bushes and foliage adjacent to the A60 highway footpath.

76. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
District Councillors reported on positive ASBO issues following the installation of CCTV cameras. Although an element of disturbance continues, the situation has improved. The Cleveland Close Community Centre activities continue to flourish. The consultation exercise relating to the Wimpey Estate improvements is complete, and work on the project continues. Further information on the Langold Country Park Master Plan was requested and Councillor Pidwell did report that Planning Approval has been requested for improvements at the toilet block area.

77. PARISH COUNCIL VACANCIES
The four vacancies arising following elections in May 2023 are now to be advertised.
