CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 9th April 2024.

Present: Councillors B. Bowles, V. Bowles, G. Bradley, E. Croot, L. Forman, Y. Jones, C. Lister,  L. Moore, S. Walsh and S. Wells.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors David Pidwell, Robin Carrington-Wilde and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor L. Billau, J. Bowker. S. Jackson and S. Scotthorne.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.

In submitting her apologies, Councillor Sandra Jackson was present for the purpose of welcoming new members of the Council who had recently been appointed with the approval of the District Council Returning Officer.

For the conduct and duration of this evening’s meeting, it was agreed that Councillor Val Bowles be nominated to act as temporary Chair. Councillor Bowles also extended a welcome to new members and to members of the public who were present.

99. POLICE/PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Members were circulated with a statistical report on police activity in the Parish during February/March 2024. A further training course for voluntary speed camera operators is scheduled to take place on the 19th April 2024.

100. KELTBRAY/NATIONAL GRID OPERATIONS (Minute 89(b) refers)
The Chair welcomed representatives who were present to update members on operations being undertaken within the Parish. Although there had been generator problems during the course of the operations, detailed procedures had been implemented to ensure communication with those affected, including the most vulnerable.
Some detail was discussed on communication methods involving Post Office services although it was acknowledged that extensive efforts had been made to implement effective communication with those affected by operations. The company explained the extent of operations to be completed by 23rd April 2024 and representatives were thanked for the measures taken to communicate both with the Parish Council and the community it serves.
101. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

102. MINUTES
RESOLVED that
i. the minutes of the meeting held on the 12th March 2024 be approved.
ii. in accordance with Minute 97(b) and following the relevant procedure recommended by the Democratic and Electoral Services Officer, Chris Frampton be appointed to fill the remaining vacancy for membership of the Parish Council

103. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Bailey reported on grass verge work being undertaken at Costhorpe and on other highway issues within the Parish. Further discussion ensued on issues relating to the school bus service and Councillor Bailey indicated that dissatisfied parents should be advised of his email address as a point of contact.

104. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
i. Peaks Hill Farm Development
Members discussed the content of an update note circulated by Councillor Pidwell. The perceived inadequacies of infrastructure proposals particularly for education were oce again highlighted and members were reminded that these concerns were being included in the current exercise being implemented in the review of our Neighbourhood Plan.
RESOLVED that the current update be noted.

ii. Cricket Ground/Pavillion – Costhorpe
Councillor Carrington-Wilde appraised members of positive and urgent measures being taken by a number of parties to minimise the disruption caused by fire damage at the Costhorpe Cricket Ground. Arrangements have been put in place to ensure a continuance of the cricket club’s use of the facility and a number of funding sources are being examined to support construction/refurbishment works. In addition, District Councillors have contributed to fund raising efforts and the cricket club is organising fund raising activities. Negotiations/discussions are being held with the owner of the land and property concerned.
RESOLVED that the report be noted and officers and members of the District Council be thanked for their prompt and urgent action on this matter.

iii. Call for Biodiversity sites
The Clerk had circulated to members an email from Karen Johnson (District Council Planning Policy Manager) inviting landowners to submit “expressions of interest” relating to sites which could be used to improve biodiversity. Any size and scale of site can be submitted for the creation of wildflower meadows, new hedgerows, tree planting and creation of ponds.
The Clerk reported on the area of land at the Hundred Acre Lane Cemetery which will need maintaining but is unlikely to be required for cemetery purposes within 30 or 40 years of the current time.
Further guidance on the suitability of sites will be available prior to final decisions being taken.
RESOLVED that the Clerks report on this issue be noted and at this stage approval be given to an expression of interest form being submitted prior to the deadline date of 1st May 2024.

105. CARLTON YOUTH CENTRE REFURBISHMENT
The Clerk reminded members of the recent works undertaken at the Centre as part of a training scheme for young trainees under the supervision of qualified tradespersons. The Clerk described the quality and extent of the work undertaken and members were encouraged to visit the Parish Council owned property. All of the work has been implemented following consultations held with members and participants at the Centre.

106. FINANCE ISSUES
i. Annual Audit 2023/24 accounts
The Clerk reported receipt of arrangements to be put in place for the external audit of accounts for 2023/24.
ii. Paid Accounts
RESOLVED that the schedule of paid accounts for March 2024 be noted and approved.

107. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
i. Application 24/00300/VOC – Former Firbeck Colliery, Costhorpe – Variation of condition 1 to allow changes to house types.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal”.

ii. Application 24/00329/VOC – Former Firbeck Colliery, Costhorpe – Variation of condition 19to allow no more than 120 dwellings to be occupied within the approved development.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council is wholly supportive of comments submitted by District Councillor David Pidwell. This request for variation should be refused, and the inconvenience being experienced by public transport users should be terminated as soon as is practical. The disruption being experienced by users is detailed in the comments submitted by Councillor David Pidwell and the Parish Council request refusal of this application”.

iii. Application 24/00267/FUL – Land North of Willow Avenue, Carlton in Lindrick – Construction of 10 No Flats, communal hub, new access parking and associated landscaping. Land to be incorporated into domestic curtilage of 33 Beverley Walk.
RESOLVED that whilst the Parish Council supports this proposal, there is a concern at the siting of certain ‘bollards’ in the design proposal which would appear to obstruct easy access by the elderly and those using mobility scooters to the Becket Avenue area without an excessive alternative route. The Parish Council raises this issue in order to ensure that certain residents will not feel ‘hemmed in’ if these proposals are implemented.

iv. Application 24/00363/CAT - Church of St Johns The Evangelist, Church Lane, Carlton - Works to trees in a Conservation Area.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal”.

v. Application 24/00377/FUL – 19 Beckett Avenue, Carlton in Lindrick – Change of use of vacant ground floor store into a flat with single storey front extension.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal”.
