


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 9th July 2024.

22. POLICE AND PUBLIC ISSUES
Reference was made to the need to fence off the designated children’s play area at the King Geoge V Playing Field, and it was
RESOLVED that in conjunction with District Council Officials, the Clerk investigate provision of a suitable protective fence.

25. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
County Councillor Bailey reported on impending work to be undertaken on the ill-fitting drainage cover near to Grange Close, objections to proposals for a plastic incinerator facility at Shireoaks/Rhodesia and on bus stop designation works within the Village. Councillor Bailey is to meet with Highway Officials to consider appropriate works/solutions to ongoing visibility problems with vehicles accessing the A60 from the new housing development opposite the Coop.
