


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 10th September 2024.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), J. Bowker, B. Bowles, V. Bowles, G. Bradley, E. Croot, L. Forman, C. Lister, L. Moore, S. Scotthorne. S. Walsh and S. Wells.

County Councillor Callum Bailey and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors L. Billau, Y. Jones and District Councillors D. Pidwell and R. Carrington-Wilde.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


32. POLICE AND PUBLIC ISSUES
A police report was circulated for incidents in August 2024. Clarification was sought on the level of “suspicious” incidents and on continued disruption caused by random/unauthorised motor cyclists particularly in the Northumberland Avenue area.

33. TEMPORARY HIGHWAY CONTROL – A60
Issues were raised relating to the logistics applied for temporary traffic controls on the A60/outside Grange Close. A number of examples were raised relating to what are perceived as unnecessary disruptions to traffic flow at times when work is not taking place. The Clerk agreed to liaise with County Councillor Bailey for further information.

34. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None declared.

35. MINUTES
a) Minute 27
Councillor Moore registered thanks for District Councillor David Pidwell’s prompt actions on the problems highlighted.
b) RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the 9th July 2024 be approved.

36. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
County Councillor Bailey reported on a revised date received from Severn Trent Water for repair/replacement of the drainage grate on High Road.
Discussion ensued on increasing highway/road safety concerns at the junction of Rotherham Baulk with the A60 near to A60 access points from the Coop and the new housing development opposite the Coop. The vehicular activity also involves traffic attending the children’s nursery premises on a daily basis. Members discussed progressive changes at this junction which have considerably increased vehicular and pedestrian numbers and hazards arising from the use of central reservation by pedestrians, often with young children attempting to cross the highway. The need for County Council Highway officials to undertake a review of conditions at this point was discussed, and the Clerk Councillor Bailey agreed to make relevant enquiries.

37. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
Northumberland Avenue Community Centre and other issues
Councillor Wells highlighted problems continuing to be faced by residents and the ongoing environmental conditions which are contributing to antisocial activities being faced by vulnerable residents. It was acknowledged that steps are being taken by the police and the District Council to improve conditions and Councillor Scotthorne indicated that final improvement plans are currently in the hands of Building Inspectors prior to improvement works being commenced. Councillor Scotthorne will continue to monitor and pursue action.
Reference was made also to improvement work on a path near to The Green bungalows which have included the installation of a “pole” which is obstructing access for the disabled. Councillor Scotthorne agreed to investigate this issue.

38. SUB-COMMITTEE MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of the Finance and Risk Assessment Sub-Committee and the meeting of the Environmental Working Party held on 31st July 2024 be approved.

39. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REVIEW
a) Progress
The Clerk reported that the first draft of the review document had now been prepared by Helen Metcalfe (Consultant) who is proposing to finalise a submission later this year. Further work on housing design and some highway issues is currently being undertaken.
b) Biodiversity Issues
Further enquiries have been submitted by the clerk on the feasibility of some biodiversity activity being incorporated on land at the cemetery and the District Council has agreed that an ecologist will attend a site meeting with the clerk in the near future.


40. WAR MEMORIAL – A60 HIGHWAY
The Clerk reported on police enquiries undertaken following a Road Traffic Accident on the 18th August 2024. The accident resulted in damage to the post/rail fencing surrounding the Memorial, damage to the hedgerow at the rear of the memorial and superficial/slight damage to the stonework on the base surround of the monument.
Following the incident, Councillor Jack Bowker had contacted the Clerk, and Councillor Bowker had undertaken immediate repair and installation of the fence pillars and chain at no cost to the Council. In addition, Councillor Forman had assisted the Clerk on the day of the incident in responding to speculation on social media. The Clerk had ensured the safety of the site through inspection.
The Police have recently interviewed the driver of the vehicle involved and have discussed with him his explanation of reasons for the cause of the accident, and the police do not intend to pursue the matter further. No injuries were sustained by any persons.
Members discussed the incident and considered all the implications involved for a possible refurbishment of the memorial in the future. Any action will be subject to conditions applied by English Heritage and the Was Memorial Trust.
RESOLVED that 
a) the Clerk’s report be noted
b) the Council register its thanks to Councillor Jack Bowker and Laura Forman for their support and assistance arising from the reported incident.
c) the subsequent action taken by the police be noted.
d) the Clerk make relevant enquiries both with English Heritage and the War Memorial Trust on the possibility of appropriate upgrading/refurbishment work being undertaken at the Parish War Memorial site.
