CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 11th June 2024.

County Councillor Callum Bailey and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor J. Bowker and District Councillors R. Carrington-Wilde and David Pidwell.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


13. POLICE AND PUBLIC ISSUES
Members received a report on police activities during April and May 2024. There has been a rise in burglary offences being investigated and CCTV facilities recently installed are proving to be very useful. Issues were discussed on Anti-Social Behaviour in the Chiltern Way area, in addition to speeding traffic on the A60 highway. The police representative was thanked for her attendance.

A member of the public raised once again the need to replace an ill-fitting drainage cover located on the highway near to the hairdressers. Councillor Bailey has brought the attention of Severn Trent Water to the need for replacement work.

16. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
a) Hawthorne Way and Beech Grove – Prohibition of Waiting and Bus Stop Clearway
The County Council Bus Stop Improvements Co-ordinator has forwarded a consultation request on proposals for prohibiting parking and creating a bus stop clearway at this location. The proposal is being made after consultation with bus operators.
RESOLVED that no objection be made to the proposal, subject to appropriate public consultation being made with residents.

b) Other bus stop arrangements.
Councillor Bailey reported on proposals for other bus stop installations at Costhorpe.

17. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
a) Grasscutting 
The Clerk reported on recent environmental and weather conditions which had affected the growth of grass maintained by all three local authorities. Discussion ensued on arrangements being pursued for the pathway maintenance work at the rear of the Civic Centre and on obstructions caused by growth of bushes/trees etc… on private properties. Reference was made also to vehicle parking outside and near to the Ramsden School when parents are transporting children each day. The Clerk continues to liaise with appropriate authorities and will speak to school officials.

Councillor Scotthorne reported on a Job Fair event to be held in Worksop on the 18th June 2024, and agreed to seek further information relating to vandalism potential at Chiltern Way and detailed proposals for developments at Langold Country Park.
