


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Long Lane, Carlton in Lindrick, Worksop on 11th July 2023.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), L. Billau (Vice-Chair), J. Bowker, B. Bowles, G. Bradley, C. Connolly, E. Croot. L. Forman, Y. Jones, and S. Walsh. District Councillors R. Carrington-Wilde and S. Scotthorne were in attendance and County Councillor Callum Bailey had indicated his late arrival. Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) was in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor V. Bowles and District Councillor Pidwell.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.

21. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillor J. Bowker declared an interest in Item 8 (Planning Issues) and Councillor S. Jackson declared an interest in Youth Centre issues.

22. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th June 2023 be approved.

23.BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
District Councillors Carrington-Wilde and S. Scotthorne reported on ongoing liaison with Wimpy Estate residents and on the improvement scheme which is scheduled to commence in the near future. The Cleveland Close Group continues to meet with various public service officers. The time scale for the ‘Wimpy Estate Master plan’ has been subject to further consultations but time scales for implementation remain in place.
District Councillors Simon Greaves and Mike Quigley are to be awarded Aldermanic status in recognition of their outstanding service to the Bassetlaw Community.

District Councillors Scotthorne and Wilde left the meeting at this point, and they were thanked for their attendance.




24.NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN REVIEW
The Clerk reported on discussions to be held with Will Wilson (Neighbourhood Plan Lead Officer) Bassetlaw District Council relating to preparations for the review of the Parish Council Neighbourhood Plan.
It is anticipated that the whole review will take approximately 12 to 18 months and will include appropriate public consultation.

25. PEAKS HILL FARM DEVELOPMENT
Currently, the District Councils Local Plan is receiving consideration by the Planning Inspectorate. It is anticipated that further discussions will be held on proposals for the development once the Inspectorates views are known.

26.PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) 23/00691/HSE – 59 Doncaster Road, Costhorpe – Single storey extension.
The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal.

b) 23/00698/CONR – North House Farm, The Green – Removal of condition 3 on planning application 20/01207/COU – Conversion of existing west cart shed to create 4 holiday lets with parking.
The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal.

c) 23/00623/TPO – Holly Cottage, Greenway – Removal of 1 Ash tree.
The Parish Council will support the arboriculturist advice required at section 8 “Trees – additional information”.

d) 23/00723/HSE – 1 Pitfield Drive, Costhorpe – Rear Conservatory.
The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal.

County Councillor Callum Bailey was present from 8.05pm.

27. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
County Councillor Bailey reported on identified economies governing the proposals for the County Council to vacate County Hall at West Bridgeford and occupy new premises at Hucknall. Councillor Bailey also reported on the retention of bus services in the Parish and on pre driving test training established for under 17 year olds. A review of recycling policies and procedures has been approved and gulley clearance work will be undertaken throughout the summer months. Councillor Croot referred to a number of inspections undertaken by County Officers in the Parish and Councillor Bailey explained the methods of prioritisation adopted following inspections.
Councillor Bowker referred to more long-term repair work needed on ‘pothole’ repairs now being programmed. Councillor Bailey was thanked for his attendance.

27. PAID ACCOUNTS
RESOLVED that the scheduled of paid accounts dated 1st to 30th June be approved.

28. GRANT APPLICATION
(i) North Nottinghamshire Community First Responders
This organisation continues to provide excellent response services in the north of the County including our own Parish. The organisation has a compliment of 35 trained volunteers and undertakes additional voluntary assistance with the provision of community food banks. The organisation has been called upon and been active in Carlton in recent months.
RESOLVED that a grant of £750 be approved on this occasion.

(ii) Carlton Youth Centre
Volunteers at the Centre have been fund raising and have organised a number of events in support of a cultural visit to Poland. The funding is required to support the educational qualities of the trip and it was
RESOLVED that a grant of £700 be made on this occasion.
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
