CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 12th March 2024.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), J. Bowker, B. Bowles, V. Bowles, G. Bradley, E. Croot, L. Forman, Y. Jones and S. Walsh

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors David Pidwell, Steve Scotthorne and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillor L. Billau and District Councillor R. Carrington-Wilde.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


89. POLICE/PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
a) Speeding Traffic
Members of the public present raised continued concerns on the number of vehicles exceeding the 30mph limit on the A60 highway. The Clerk agreed to get an update on the prospect of volunteer speed camera operators being available to operate.

b) Keltbray/National Grid Operations
Representatives were present to describe operations being undertaken within the Parish to update the Power Grid Network. Details of operational works to take place from 2nd April to 23rd April will be circulated to affected properties in the village and vulnerable families/the elderly will be contacted in order for measures to be taken to minimise the effect of operational processes.
At the close of discussion, the representatives were thanked for their efforts in giving adequate publicity on the works to be undertaken, and for their measures to minimise the disruption to residents.

90. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None declared.

91. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the 13th February 2024 be approved.

92. POST OFFICE CLOSURE – HIGH ROAD – (Minute 83 refers)
Further information has been circulated on the reasons set out by Post Office officials for the impending closure of the High Road branch. Although objections have been raised it appears likely that the closure will go ahead. Councillor Bailey described the criteria being applied by Post Office representatives for closure and indicated that it is likely that proven failures within the criteria will need to be evidenced in order for the proposal to be reconsidered.

93. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Bailey reported on additional funding being allocated by the County Council for highway works. Recent work in Long Lane has been completed and members raised further issues relating to debris on footways and paths approaching Langold and on bus stop provision/location in Costhorpe. Further discussion took place on school bus inadequacies.

94. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
a) Train route improvements – letter from District Councillor Schuller
Members had been circulated with information received from the Cabinet Member for Health and Wellbeing indicating proposed improvements to rail lines from London Kings Cross to Retford, Worksop, Woodhouse and Sheffield.
RESOLVED that the Parish Council support the described proposals.

b) Other Issues
Councillor Pidwell circulated a briefing note on the current status of the Planning Application for Peaks Hill Farm. In addition, members were informed of District Council Council Tax levels for 2024/25 and of initial approval of the Local Plan for the period to 2038.
RESOLVED that the Peaks Hill Farm information be further considered at the next Parish Council meeting.

95. FINANCE ISSUES
a) Grant Application – St John’s Churchyard
An application for assistance has been received from Richard Smith (Church Warden) for assistance towards Church and Churchyard repairs and maintenance relating to the lightening conductor, interior painting and plastering work and safety work undertaken on paths and surfaces within the burial ground. The total cost of all work undertaken was £7,373, of which £4,890 was for safety work in the burial ground.
RESOLVED that a grant of £2,500 be approved on this occasion to be met, in part, from the balance on the grant budget for the financial year to 31st March 2024, with the remainder to be allocated from the 2024/2025 budget provision.

b) Paid Accounts
RESOLVED that the schedule of paid accounts for February 2024 be noted and approved.

Councillor Jack Bowker, County Councillor Callum Bailey and District Councillors David Pidwell and Steve Scotthorne left the meeting at this point.

96. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) Application 24/00157/LBA – Copper Beeches, High Road application to renovate interior stone walls to stable block including installing lead flashing to roof tiles.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal providing it complies with the views of the Conservation Officer”.

b) Application 24/00187/LBA – North House Farm – listed building consent to replace downstairs windows with hardwood windows.
RESOLVED that “The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal providing it complies with the views of the Conservation Officer”.

RESOLVED that in accordance with Part 1 of schedule 12a of the Local Government Act 1972, and after considering the public interest test, members agree that the following item of business involve the likely discloser of exempt information as defined in paragraph 1 and therefore in accordance with Section 100A of the Act the press and public be excluded from the meeting.


97. PARISH COUNCIL VACANCIES
Members were reminded that there are currently 4 vacancies on the Parish Council eligible for appointments to be made. The Clerk reported that 5 applications have been received and the content of written applications received was read to members.
RESOLVED that 
a) applications received from Charles Lister, Laurien Moore, Steve Scotthorne and Steve Wells be approved for appointment.
b) the remaining applicant be thanked for his interest and informed that with his consent, his application will be reconsidered when the next vacancy arises.

98. CIVIC CENTRE ROOF MAINTENANCE
The Clerk detailed 3 quotations received for proposed works on the Civic Centre roof. One quotation was for a complete roof replacement and 2 detailed specifications for removing the moss covering the roof and undertaking the necessary repair work.
RESOLVED that the quotation in the sum of £7,470.00 submitted by AB Roofing Solutions Limited be approved for the specified work to be undertaken.
