


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick, Worksop on 12th September 2023.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors David Pidwell, Robin Carrington-Wilde and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors S. Jackson, Y. Jones and District Councillor S. Scotthorne.   

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


29. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
None declared.

30. MINUTES
RESOLVED that: -
a) further information be obtained on the location of speed cameras on the A60 highway.
b) the minutes of the meeting held on the 11th July 2023 be approved.

31. POLICE REPORT
Members considered the statistical report circulated in respect of June, July, and August 2023.
RESOLVED that: -
i. the report be noted.
ii. further information be sought on the inclusion of firearm statistics.


32. PUBLIC ISSUES
I. School buses
Parents of pupils using the school bus service were present to register their ongoing concerns over the safety of children using the school bus service in the Parish. Their concerns centre on overcrowding of buses, a lack of bus pass monitoring and a lack of control over unruly behaviour. The impracticality of the driver on each bus being expected to exercise any form of control was highlighted, and the non-implementation of school bus pass checking was once again emphasised.
RESOLVED that 
a) the Clerk register the concerns highlighted with the school bus service providers.
b) Councillor Bailey’s indication for further discussions to be held be noted.

II. Cleveland Close Community Centre
Attention was brought to the growing momentum being registered on the Wimpey Estate for improved and supportive community activities arising from volunteers and various agencies coming together to identify ongoing initiatives to improve community life in this part of the village. There are concerns surrounding the possibility of the momentum being lost if the Cleveland Close Community Centre is to be demolished as part of the District Council’s proposals within the new Wimpey Estate Plan. Councillor Pidwell did remind members of the intention to provide new community hub facilities within the plan and that consultation on current proposals are ongoing.
RESOLVED that the Clerk write to the District Council seeking their views on the concerns being highlighted.

III. James Hince Court – Residents boundary hedge
A resident occupying property adjacent to the James Hince Court site reported on ongoing difficulties relating to her boundary hedge at the site.
Councillor Bailey agreed to communicate further with the officers concerned and to obtain an update on the proposed future of this site. 

33. CHRISTMAS LIGHTING
The Clerk reported on a forthcoming meeting arranged with representatives of Big Local and Hodsock Parish Council on future proposals for lighting in the village.

34. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Bailey indicated that there had been no indication that either of the village schools are affected by recent “RAAC” concrete construction concerns. Councillor Bailey also updated members on highway repairs and maintenance, consultations on parking at Churchfield Close and a meeting he has convened with the Rights of Way Officer.

Councillor J Bowker declared an interest in planning issues to be discussed.

RESOLVED that the minutes of the Planning Sub Committee Meeting held on the 25th July be noted.

Councillor Pidwell reported on contributions made by the County Council Education Department in respect of the Thievesdale Lane Development in Worksop. Members were also informed that the consultation process on the Wimpey Estate Plan is being undertaken at the present time.
