


CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at Carlton Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 12th November 2024.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), V. Bowles, G. Bradley, C. Frampton, Y. Jones, L. Moore, S. Walsh and S. Wells.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillor Robin-Carrington Wilde, District Councillor David Pidwell and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from L. Billau, B. Bowles, E. Croot. L. Forman, C. Lister and S. Scotthorne

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


51. POLICE AND PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Members considered the statistical police report on incidents during October 2024. Supportive comments were made on recent Remembrance Day arrangements including the involvement of the Reverend Mark Orr with both village schools. Further representation has been submitted by the clerk to the District Council on conditions prevailing at the former Post Office on High Road and District Councillor Pidwell is making further enquiries. Currently the District Council Planning Department is indicating that no planning regulations are being contravened and the Clerk has asked that Environmental Health Officers also become involved on perceived conditions at the property.

53. MINUTES
RESOLVED that that minutes of the meeting held on the 8th October 2024 be approved.

54. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
i. Hedge/Signage – A60/Avant Development
Although the County Council has arranged for the offending hedge to be cut back in an effort to improve visibility, the hedge still obstructs the signage which warns of emerging traffic onto the A60. This has again been brought to the attention of the highways department who are liaising with the District Council on a proposal for the hedge to be removed.
ii. Library Strategy
The Notts County Council has circulated a strategy document for a ten year period for all library services in the County. The strategy proposed a three-tier system of service for all libraries in the County with only libraries at Worksop, Retford and Harworth being placed in the upper two tiers of library service in Bassetlaw.
County Councillor Bailey indicated that there were no immediate changes proposed for the service in Carlton in Lindrick and the strategic nature of the current document was emphasised.
RESOLVED that further information be obtained on the proposals and the Clerk obtain an assurance that the current level of service within the Parish is to be continued.

iii. Other Issues
Councillor Bailey confirmed that the offending drainage cover on the A60 highway has now been replaced and he reported details of new political leadership at County Hall in addition to the financial effect of the recent budget on County Council employment costs.

55. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Pidwell reported on discussions to address and counteract Anti-Social Behaviour incidents on the Firbeck Housing Estate. Councillor Pidwell also reported on a proposal for the siting of “Happy to Chat” seats/benches on District Council land at Langold Country Park and at Costhorpe Cricket Ground as part of a District wide partnership with a Muslim charity aiming to address increasing concerns of loneliness and metal health consequences for a rising number of residents in the District. The benches encourage social interaction and are being sited in popular locations in community spaces. Councillor Carrington-Wilde added his comment on the proposal and reference was made to the Parish Council’s own policy on the siting of benches within the Parish.

56. PARISH COUNCIL SUB-COMMITTEES
The Clerk reported on proposals for forthcoming sub-committee meetings to consider budget proposals for 2025/26 and development proposals for the memorial garden at the Hundred Acre Lane Cemetery which will be funded through CIL receipts currently within the Parish Council’s bank balances. Members were reminded that CIL receipts have also funded the play equipment at the King George V Play Area and will fund the new fencing surrounding that area.

57. PAID ACCOUNTS
