



CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 12th December 2023.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), J. Bowker, B. Bowles, V. Bowles, L. Forman, and S. Walsh.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors R. Carrington-Wilde, Steve Scotthorne and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors L. Billau, G. Bradley, C. Connolly, E. Croot, Y. Jones, Police Representatives and District Councillor D. Pidwell.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


58. YOUTH CENTRE/POLAND VISIT
Members received a comprehensive presentation from David supported by Steve Scotthorne on the recent cultural visit made by Youth Centre representatives to Poland. A visual presentation supported by commentary described the qualities of the city of Krakow and detailed a visit to nearby salt mines where underground ballroom facilities, in addition to several levels of accommodation carried out in salt were described. The more poignant and moving experiences visiting the former Auschwitz prisoner of war camp were also described, detailing the remains of a variety of disturbing operations including the remains of gas chambers employed during war time years.
Described as a “Once in a lifetime experience”, it is now apparent that further visits are being arranged by Youth Groups in other Nottinghamshire locations.
David and Steve were thanked for the presentation.

59. POLICE REPORT
Members received a statistical report on recent police activity within the Parish.

60. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillor Jack Bowker declared a non-pecuniary interest in Planning Issues at items 6, 7 and 12 of the agenda.


61. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on the 14th November 2023 be approved.

62. NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN STEERING GROUP – 28TH NOVEMBER 2023
The Clerk reported on a well-attended initial meeting of the Review Group. Helen Metcalfe (Consultant) was in attendance along with Will Wilson (Lead Neighbourhood Planner) and staff of the District Council Planning Department. Each of the issues raised at the “Know Your Place” event was summarised, and discussions were held on how best to address community concerns and ideas. Further meetings will be arranged in due course.

63. PEAKS HILL FARM PROPOSALS – MEETING WITH DEVELOPER
RESOLVED that a further proposed meeting be deferred until such time as the District Council has agreed a decision on the outline planning application for this proposal.

64. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Bailey reported on reflective light maintenance on Hundred Acre Lane and on road resurfacing work in the Parish. Members were reminded of the forthcoming combined authority elections taking place in May 2024.

65. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
Councillor Carrington-Wilde reported on continued case work within the Parish and on improved conditions arising from ASBO issues which are showing an improving trend. Reference was made to the value and involvement of volunteer flood warden individuals who liaise with both County and District Officers.

66. SUB COMMITTEE MEETINGS – 29TH NOVEMBER 2023

68. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) Application 23/01419/LBA – 74a High Road, Carlton, S81 9EB – Re-roof property

“The Parish Council has no objection to this application, providing the materials to be used comply with the views of the Conservation Officer”.
b) Application 23/01429/OUT – Land at Peaks Hill Farm, Carlton Road, Worksop.
RESOLVED that the following observation be submitted to Bassetlaw District Council

The Parish Council wishes to object to this development proposal for the following reasons:-

1. On the 16th July 2018, Bassetlaw District Council held an 8 week consultation period on a Neighbourhood Plan prepared for this Parish. An Independent Examiner was appointed to undertake an examination of the plan, and the conclusions of that examination were received in late November 2018. The executive summary of that report prepared by Andrew Ashcroft, Independent Examiner BA (HONS) M.A DMS M.R.T.P.I included the following: -

“The plan includes a range of policies and seeks to bring forward positive and sustainable development in the neighbourhood area. There is a very clear focus on safeguarding local development. It delivers Core Strategy objectives and positively addresses the future of the neighbourhood area. It is a first-class example of a neighbourhood plan.”

Both the Parish Council and the residents involved in preparing the plan were justifiably pleased, and somewhat comforted by the described response and felt that our response to Central Government promotion of the importance of formulating Neighbourhood Plans had been totally justified.

The Peaks Hill Farm site is located within the Parish boundary and within the borders of the Neighbourhood Plan. During the process of preparing the plan, development sites were agreed in order to fulfil the District Council’s advised requirement of the number of properties required in the Parish for the duration of the Plan 2018 – 33.

On the 21st February 2019, a Referendum undertaken by Bassetlaw District Council concluded a considerable majority of residents in favour of the Neighbourhood Plan being adopted.

2. Within 12 months of support being given to our Neighbourhood Plan, the District Council produced a Local Plan identifying Peaks Hill Farm as a proposed development site despite its location within the Parish and Neighbourhood Plan Boundaries! At that time, the Peaks Hill Farm site was described in the Local Plan as “Northern Worksop” and there was no indication whatsoever of its location being within the Parish of Carlton in Lindrick, or equally significantly within the boundary of a Neighbourhood Plan praised by the Independent Examiner. 

The Neighbourhood Plan was then approved for adoption by the Bassetlaw District Council.

Notwithstanding all of the above, the Parish Council is now being consulted on proposals for a major development comprising 1,120 dwellings and which wholly contravenes the purpose and quality of our own Neighbourhood Plan. 

In addition, the Parish Council has major concerns on the proposed infrastructure provision.

At the current time, the demand for secondary school places cannot be met adequately by the Education Authority. There is a situation at the current time forcing children from our Parish to use public transport services to get to and from Retford Oaks Academy for secondary school education. Their journey commences at 7:10am, and their school day is unreasonably elongated through similar conditions applying on the homeward journey. The secondary school place demand will increase substantially if permission is granted for the current application. 

In addition, the current services providing General Practitioners and Dental Services again is being stretched to capacity, and the scale of the proposed development does not include any guarantees or assurances that such providers are or will be in a position to expand any of the services described.

Whilst it is acknowledged that the developer is not directly responsible for the provision of infrastructure services, and that the site provides the ‘space’ to accommodate these services, there is no evidence to suggest that the substantial increased demand for such services can or will be met by providers.

The Parish Council urges the District Council to carefully consider the wider implications of the above submission and refuse the application for outline planning permission.
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
