



CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 13th February 2024.

Present: Councillors S. Jackson (Chair), L. Billau (Vice-Chair), G. Bradley, E. Croot and Y. Jones

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors R. Carrington-Wilde, Steve Scotthorne and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors J. Bowker, B. Bowles, V. Bowles, L. Forman, S. Walsh and District Councillor D. Pidwell.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.


80. POLICE/PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
A statistical report on recent police activity in the Parish was circulated for information.
A local family were present to raise an issue concerning arrangements at the Hundred Acre Lane Cemetery. It had been noted that burial plots at the cemetery were currently facing in a southerly direction and biblical guidance suggested easterly proposals. The Clerk explained that the community cemetery was available for interments undertaken by all religions, and accommodating every religious requirement was not entirely practical. On a more practical note, it was also explained that a major water main ran underground through the site, and site design and proposals have been implemented to accommodate best use and avoid difficulties which could arise if utility companies need to access the main.

81. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
District Councillor S. Scotthorne declared an interest on issues relating to the Youth Centre

82. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on 9th January 2024 be approved.

83. POST OFFICE CLOSURE – HIGH ROAD
The Clerk had circulated information from the Post Office indicating that the facility at High Road is to be withdrawn. A letter of objection to this proposal has been forwarded to the Post Office National Consulting Team. District Councillors and County Councillor Bailey have also forwarded objections and Councillor Bailey has sought the support of our Member of Parliament. Members discussed the community implications arising from withdrawal of the service and it was 
RESOLVED that the Clerk reiterate this Council’s support for retention of the Post Office facility at High Road.

84. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
County Councillor Bailey reported on current discussions on the County Council’s budget for 2024/25 and indicated that whilst there will be an increase in the Council Tax requirement, the level of increase is to be maintained at a lower level than the maximum allowed.
Callum has a site “walk about” meeting arranged with officials to examine the various issues of highway concerns within the Parish. A number of issues were brought to Callum’s attention for consideration.

85. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
a) Neighbourhood Plan
Further mapping and statistical information on traffic management, speeding, flood areas and the desired retention of views from the A60 highway, Owday Lane, Hundred Acre Lane and Rotherham Baulk have been submitted to the District Council and to Helen Metcalfe, our consultant. A further group meeting is be convened in a few weeks’ time.

b) Other issues
District Councillors Scotthorne and Carrington-Wilde reported on progress relating to the Wimpey Estate proposals and on success arising from the siting of CCTV facilities to counteract Anti-Social behaviour activities. Members were informed also of successful “fly tipping” prosecutions processed by the District Authority. Councillor Carrington-Wilde answered enquiries on the processes applied for the occupation of vacant elderly persons bungalows.

86. SUB-COMMITTEE MEETINGS – 31ST JANUARY 2024.
a) Finance and Risk Assessment Sub-Committee
RESOLVED that 
i. the minutes and recommendations contained therein of the meeting held on the 31st January 2024 be approved.
ii. the 2024/25 budget proposal be approved and the annual precept on the District Council remain at 95 pound per annum for Carlton in Lindrick Parish.
iii. the Clerk’s report on priorities for the allocation of CIL monies be noted and approved.
iv. in addition to the allocation of CIL funds already in the Parish Council’s account (£8,250) for preparation of proposals at the cemetery, the Council approves the initial works in determining prioritised requirements for improvement and refurbishment work at the Youth Centre.
v. the Clerk’s report on roof inspections at the Civic Centre be noted and suggested proposals/costings be awaited.

b) Environmental Working Party 
 RESOLVED that the minutes and the recommendations contained therein of the meeting held on 31st January 2024 be approved.

87. PAID ACCOUNTS
RESOLVED that the schedule of paid accounts for January 2024 be noted and approved.

88. PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) Application 24/00111/LBA – Copper Beeches, High Road, Carlton – Repair 7 historic traditional Georgian windows.
RESOLVED that “the Parish Council has no objection to this proposal, providing the views and observations of the Conservation Officer are complied with”.

b) Application 23/01503/OUT – Land South of Lyn Dor, Blyth Road, Worksop – Outline application for 2 No detached residential dwellings.
RESOLVED that “the Parish Council maintains the view that this application does not comply with the Neighbourhood Plan. Previous reasons for refusal of this application will no doubt be the subject of further consideration by the District Council”.

c) Application 24/00080/HSE – 5 Richmond Road, Carlton in Lindrick – Erect single storey side and rear extension with car port extension.
RESOLVED that “whilst the Parish Council has no objection to this proposal, consideration should be given to the effect on neighbouring properties”.
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
