



CARLTON IN LINDRICK PARISH COUNCIL


A meeting of the Parish Council was held at the Civic Centre, Oakham Drive, Carlton in Lindrick on Tuesday 14th November 2023.

County Councillor Callum Bailey, District Councillors Steve Scotthorne and Peter Goulding (Parish Clerk) were in attendance.

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors L. Billau, C. Connolly and District Councillors David Pidwell and Robin Carrington-Wilde.

Prior to commencement of Council’s official business, the Chairman announced that in accordance with the Openness of Local Government Bodies Regulations, audio/visual recording and photography at Council meetings is permitted in accordance with the Council’s protocol “Filming of Public Meetings”.

50. POLICE REPORT
Police representatives reported recent incidents within the Parish and explained the procedure applied for shop lifting incidents, in addition to answering questions on other specific issues.

51. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Councillor Jack Bowker declared an interest on planning issues.

52. MINUTES
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting held on 10th October 2023 be approved.

53. NOTTS COUNTY COUNCIL ISSUES
County Councillor Callum Bailey reported on action taken during recent isolated flooding incidents in the village, and District Councillor Scotthorne reported on the District Council’s involvement. Councillor Bailey referred to maintenance undertaken to minimise flooding incidents and the wider publication of relevant contact numbers was discussed.

Members were advised of discussions being held on the unsatisfactory transport arrangements for Carlton children attending Retford Oaks Academy and members were also informed of the proposals being considered for a County Council 2-year fiscal programme to address the current shortfall in budget requirements.


54. BASSETLAW DISTRICT COUNCIL ISSUES
a) United Kingdom shared prosperity fund (UKSPF)
The Clerk reported on this Central Government Project designed to improve life oppurtunities for communities resident in identified areas of deprivation. North Carlton has been identified as an area in Bassetlaw as being deprived of income and employment opportunities and subject to health inequalities and criminal activity.

Stephen Manklow (UKSPF Programme Officer) and Michelle Cleaver (Administrator) have been informed that the Parish Council would wish to support the project in any way that is helpful and practical, and the next project meeting is to be held at Cleveland Close Community Centre on the 24th January 2024.

b) Other Issues
District Councillor Steve Scotthorne reported on dates for Christmas Light “Switch on”events in both Worksop and Retford and on a Green Flag Award made in respect of Parks and Recreation Areas managed by Bassetlaw District Council.

c) Youth Club Building
The Clerk reported on preliminary discussions held with an architectural representative working for the District on the improvement project for the Wimpey Estate. The representative has agreed to prepare his initial views on the condition of the Youth Centre building, and a report will initially be considered by the Youth Centre Management Committee.

55. BURIAL GROUND SUB-COMMITTEE – 24TH OCTOBER 2023
RESOLVED that the minutes and recommendations made by the Sub-Committee at its meetings on the 24th October 2023 be noted and approved.

56. FINANCE ISSUES
i. Paid Accounts
RESOLVED that the scheduled paid accounts dated 2nd October 2023 to 27th October 2023 be approved.

ii. Grant Applications
a) Carlton News
A further application has been received for support needed by the voluntary panel producing the bi-monthly publication delivered to households within the Parish. The Council has previously made a grant of £1,000 to cover the approximate cost of one issue per annum.
RESOLVED that a further grant of £1,000 for the Carlton News Panel be approved.


b) Renewed Life Community Church
An application was considered for financial aid to support 2 of the children who wish to take part in a Camps International expedition to Cambodia in 2025. It is apparent that a number of Outwood Academy Portland school are organising fundraising events towards the self-funded trip.
RESOLVED that the Clerk determine the feasibility of fund raising “space” being made available to fund raisers for any children/families wishing to raise funds for this project.

57. PLANNING APPLICATION
23/01342/HSE – North House, High Road, Carlton in Lindrick – Install 12 solar panels on detached garage roof.
“The Parish Council has no objection to this proposal providing it is supported by the Conservation Officer and does not have an adverse visual impact on its location in the Conservation Area”.
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
