“The Plan includes a range of polices and seek to bring forward positive and sustainable development in 
the neighbourhood area. There is a very clear focus on safeguarding local character and community 
facilities. It identifies allocations for new residential development. It delivers Core Strategy objectives 
and positivity addresses the future of the neighbourhood area. It is a first-class example of a 
neighbourhood plan”.  
 
The Plan will now be finally subjected to a local referendum which will take place in the Village on the  
21st February 2019.

“Do you want Bassetlaw District Council to use the Neighbourhood Plan for Carlton in Lindrick to help it 
decide planning applications in the neighbourhood area?”
